POINSETTIA VARIETIES OF NOTE

A symbol of Christmas everywhere, the poinsettia (Euphorbia pulcherrima) is native to Mexico and
known as Flor de Nochebuena in the country. Nochebuena refers to the night of Christmas Eve in
Spanish, so another common name for poinsettia could be translated as Christmas Eve flower.

The “petals” of the poinsettia are in fact bracts, or modified leaves, and are usually flaming red, though
they also come in white, cream, pink, pale green or are marbled. They surround a central cluster of tiny
yellow flowers.

Euphorbia ‘Ice Crystal’ has star-shaped bracts
that are darker pink at the edges and pale pink or
white at the centre. This is the first time the
variety is featured in the Poinsettia Wishes floral
display.

Euphorbia ‘Red Glitter’

Euphorbia ‘Red Glitter’ has bracts that are
predominately deep red in colour, with white
speckles that resemble flecks of snow.

Euphorbia ‘Beauty Marble’

Euphorbia ‘Beauty Marble’ is a mid-season
poinsettia with bracts that are saturated pink in
the centre and dark cream at the edges. This is
the first time the variety is featured in the
Poinsettia Wishes floral display.
